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Route 5 of the National Cycle Network passes through .~ Private roads
Woodstock on its way from Reading to Holyhead.

South of Woodstock, it follows a cycle path alongside
the A44 to north Oxford, where it reaches the city g
centre via the canal towpath and back streets. Country
lanes and tracks run north to Banbury. Follow the blue
cycle route signs: for a map, see www.sustrans.org.uk.
