This was never installed
and during the 18th century the area became known as The Stone Gallery.

In the 1820’s the 5th Duke of Marlborough changed the area considerably and the current Indian Room
was described a Drawing Room with a large mural depicting a tiger hunt in India giving the room its’
current name. The 9th Duke of Marlborough installed the fine water terraces and fountains which
The Indian Room now overlooks. The Indian Room is a truly lovely setting and has wonderful views
over the magnificent Water Terraces.
